A.  Many landowners use their private property for a variety of recreational uses, therefore the 6 

inclusion of private recreational areas would introduce a degree of subjectivity extremely 7 

difficult to quantify and assess. In my opinion, it would be virtually impossible to build a 8 

transmission line of any length in Texas without crossing private property that is used for 9 

some type of private recreation. Thus, POWER does not include private recreational areas 10 



  

p r o p e r t y .
